It was countless hours in the most difficult
financial pressures assisting Dr. Jess Moody’s dream to raise
millions of dollars over time from nothing with no
accreditation at that time in 1968. Now it has become a
growing university downtown impacting all of Palm Beach,
West Palm Beach, and across the United States.

We were utterly flabbergasted at the amount of patience,
prayer, and perseverance of multiple trustee members
endured over all these years. Only with God’s divine
providence did they rise up to a school of godly integrity

1969, my only 18 year mindset was where is a college for
me? God placed Don Harp (picture above recruiter for PBAC)
invited me to PBAC.
